AUTH - Aristotelio Panepistimio Thessalonikis (Node Representative)

AUTH is the largest Higher Education Institution in Greece and Southeastern Europe, with 13 faculties and more than 
42 schools.

The departments involved in the 
Greek node of METROFOOD-RI are: ‘Food Quality and Chemistry of Natural Products’ and ‘Sustainable Agriculture’ with their laboratories, supported by 
the Conference Centre and the Information & Technology dept.

The existing Greek Food Composition Tables (GrFCT), 
compiled by the Hellenic Health Foundation (HHF), are 
being expaned in order to meet recent challenges and be 
applied to food consumption data from HYDRIA, the 
Greek National Nutrition and Health survey. The GrFCT are 
in the process to be enriched with data on the 
composition of food brand names and of the most widely 
consumed food supplements in Greece, as well as the 
Glycemic Index of commonly consumed foods, based on 
the HYDRIA database. The data retrieved from the HYDRIA 
survey refer to the dietary habits of a recent 
representative sample of mre than 4.000 individuals, male 
and female over 18 years of age, from all 13 regions of
